Analytics, Leadership development, CSR and T&D (Tra;‘ning and Development). HR field is changing



very fast. Technological development and Artificial Intelligence will create new challenge in the field
of HR professionals with vision and necessary skills.

We the faculty members of the Department earnestly request the University to take decisive steps
related to the strength of the faculty in the Department. Unless, new faculty members are recruited
with varying specialiSation it is difficult to offer this kind of programmes. We require specialisation in
areas of HRD {3) Psychology (2), Law (1), Data Analytics (1), Sociology (1), Statistics (1) and Economics
