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"University and affiliated institutions can set up mechanisms to encourage
the students for summer internship and skill based training in the field
of carpentry, computers, welding, plumbing, tailoring, life skills etc. in
collaboration with industries, ITI institutions etc. It enhances student’s
technical skill and on completion of the training, students can avalil
additional 2 credits”
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"Combined defense Services (CDS) exams conducted by UPSC twice a year.
It is anentrance exam for the Indian Military Academy (IMA), Indian Naval
Academy (INA), Air Force Academy (AFA) and Officers” Training Academy
(OTA) after graduation. The entrance exam is a combination of three
subjects English, General Knowledge and Elementary Mathematics. To
promote and encourage the students to prepare and appear for the
national defense services, a certification course of 2 credits based on the
syllabus of the CDS can be introduced for each semester. Students can go
through these certification courses and avail additional two credits. This
will encourage them to prepare and plan their career in defense services."
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Four- year multidisciplinary Bachelor's programme shall be introduced.
Additional one year after graduation in the similar course can grant "honors
graduate degree". Students with the "Honors graduate degree” should be
considered to opt the research track in relevant subject. It should be a preferred
option since it allows the opportunity to experience the full range of holistic and
multidisciplinary education in addition fo a fociis on the chosen major and
minors as per the choices of the student. (For example, after a B.Com. degree,
additional one year in the field of specialization like "accountancy’, ' finance’,
'marketing' etc. can be opted by the student to avail "Honors degree”

University can set up professional academic and career counseling centers for
students at district level. One nodal officer can be assigned this task from
existing, affiliated colleges at district level who can help the students to select
their career path, future job prospects guidance, and entrance exam information,
physical, psychological and emotional well-being. The nodal officer can also
encourage and arrange online webinars related to such topics for the students
minimum twice a month.

University can keep lecture video links from academicians, prominent
personalities, professional and subject expert related to job prospects, interview
preparation, soft-skills and career guidance, physical, psychological and
emotional well-being through its websites for the benefit of the students.
University can maintain job opening and career related links through its website.
All affiliated institutions/colleges must keep their recruitment advertisement on
the university. Moreover, all UPSC / GPSC / Public Services recruitment
advertisement can be placed on the job opening and career related links for
benefit to the students.
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FOR ORIDINANCE AND STATUTE

e which these regulations apply; and, Credits' for internship shall be one credit per one week

e "Credit-accumulation" means the facility created by Academic Bank of Credits in the
Academic Bank Account opened by students in order to transfer and consolidate the
credits earned by them by undergoing Courses;

e "Credits-recognition" means the credits cared through a registered Higher Educational
Institution and transferred directly to the Academic Bank of Credits by such Higher
Educational Institution;

e "Credit-redemption" means the process of commuting the accrued credits in the Academic
Bank Account of the students maintained in ABC for the purpose of fulfilling the credits
requirements for the award of Degrees or Diplomas or Certificates or Course work for
Ph.D. programme etc. by the registered degree-awarding Higher Educational Institutions;

e "Credit-transfer" means the mechanism by which the Registered Higher Educational
Institutions are able to receive or provide prescribed credits to individual Academic Bank

Accounts in
Adherence to the University Grants Commission credit norms for the

rcourse/s' undertaken by students enrolled in any Registered Higher Education
Institution within India;

e "Higher Education Institutions" means the institutions which are empowered to award
degrees by themselves or in accordance with section 22 of the Act;

e "Professional Standards Setting Body" means a regulatory or principal body created,
established or constituted under an Act of Parliament for determining and maintaining
standards in the relevant areas of higher education;

e "Programme" or "Programme of study" means a higher education programme pursued for
a degree specified by the Commission under sub -section (3) of section 22 of the Act;

e "Registered Higher Education Institution” means an eligible Higher Educational Institution
which is registered by the Academic Bank of Credits, under these regulations;

e "Statutory authority" means statutory bodies of higher educational institutions, such as the
Governing Council or Executive Council or Syndicate or Board of Management or
Academic Council, competent to take decisions on behalf of the institution.

e "Student” means a person admitted to, and pursuing, a specified credit-based
course/program of study in a higher education institution.

e Academic Bank of Credits.- (1) Academic Bank of Credits, shall be a national-level
facility to promote flexibility of curriculum framework and interdisciplinary or
multidisciplinary academic mobility of Students across Higher Education Institutions in
the country with appropriate credit transfer mechanism created through these regulations

and shall facilitate students to choose their own learning path to attain a
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e F.N0.14-31/2018 (CPP-II),-In exercise of the powers conferred by clauses (f) and (g) of
sub-section (1) of Section 26 of the University Grants Commission Act, 1956, the
University Grants/Commission with the approval of the Central Government hereby makes
the following regulations, namely:- '

e Short title, Application and Commencement- (1) These Regulations may be called the
University Grants Commission (Establishment and Operation of Academic Banks Of
Credits in High Education) Regulations, 2021. (2) These Regulations; shall apply to all
Universities in India established or incorporated by or under a Central Act, a Provincial
Act or a State Act; the institutions Deemed-to be Universities declared as such under
Section 3 of the: University Grants Commission Act, 1956 (3 of 1956); and the
Autonomous Colleges as defined in these regulations. (3) They shall come into force from
the date of their notification in the Gazette of India.

e "Academic Bank Accounf® means an individual account with the Academic Bank of

O Credits opened and operated by a student, to which all academic credits earned by the
Student from course(s) of study are deposited, recognised, maintained, accumulated,
transferred, validated or redeemed for the purposes of the award of
degree/diploma/certificates etc. by an awarding institution;

e "Academic Bank of Credits" means an academic service: mechanism as a digital or virtual
or online entity established by the Commission with the approval of the Central
Governmeént, to facilitate students to become its academic account holders, thereby paving
the way for seamléss student mobility between or within degree-granting Higher
Educational Institutions through a formal system of credit recognition, credit
accumulation, credit transfers and credit redemption to promote distributed’ and flexible
teaching-learning;

e Academic Flexibility" means the provision for innovative and interchangeable curricular
structures to enable creative combinations of Courses or Programmies in Disciplines of
study leading to Degree or Diploma or Post Graduate Diploma or Certificate of Study

6 offering multiple entry and multiple exit facilities, while removing rigid curricular
boundaries and treating new possibilities of life-long learning;

e Autonomous college” means any institution, whether known as such or by any other name,
accorded with autonomous status by the Commission upon the recommendations of the
affiliating university and the State Government concerned, by virtue of which it provides
for ‘a course or programme of sindy with academic and innovative flexibility for obtaining
any qualification from a university; and which, in accordance with the Statutes and
Ordinances of. ! o

e Registered Higher Education Institutions shall encourage and enable students to customize
or design their own degrees utilizing Coursés selected by the student from among course
offered by one or more of the Régistered Higher Education Institutions: :

e Provided that, the student shall be requiréd to earn at least fifty percent of the credits from
the Higher Education Institution awarding the degree or diploma or certificate:

e Provided further that, the student shall be required to earn the re‘quifeﬁ number of credits in
the core subject area necessary for the award of the degree or Diploma or Certificate, as
specified by the degree awarding Higher Institution in which the student its enrolled. '
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Students availing flexibility under the facility of ABC provided in sub-regulation (3) are
entitled to subscribe only to Courses of their choice and aptitude, so as to enable them to
accumulate credits and not to the entire Programme of study leading to the award of a
degree by the Registered Hi gher Education Institution,

The ABC shall maintain a dynamic online directory of Higher Education Institution which
satisfy the eligibility criteria stipulated under regulation 7. '

Every Registered Higher Education Institution shall provide student counseling and
guidance to all students desirous of opening an Academic Bank Account with Academic
Bank of Credits, in regard to the details of utilization of the services of Academic Bank of
Credit in terms of Credit definition, Credit accumulation, Credit transfer, Credit
redemption as well as in respect of the opening, closure and validation of Academic Bank
Account of students where such requests are recommended through the parent University
or Autonomous colleges which are already registered with Academic Bank of Credits.
Credits cured by students »hnll be deposited in the respective Academic Bank Account
with ABC and shall be valid for not exceeding seven years as specified by the credit
awarding institutions and subject to its acceptance by the Registered Higher Education
Institution awarding academic qualifications, for the purpose of commutation of credit for
the award of any Degree or Diploma or Certificate:

Provided that-once any credit is redéemed for the award of the aforementioned academic
qualification, such credit shall be irrevocably debited from the respective. student's
Academic Bank Account. > o

" Where a student fulfils the norms of sufficiency of total number of credits and of the
nature of credits, approved by a Registered Higher Education Institution for the award of
the specified Degree or Diploma or Post Graduate Diploma or Certificate, the student shall
be eligible for such award by that Higher Education Institution,

Once used, or redeemed, Credits earned by a student cannot be re-used for the award of
any other formal academic. qualifications, " '
With the approval of its statutory authorities, a Registered Higher Education Institution
shall be encouraged by Academic Bank of Credits to apportion the structure of courses
offered by it as core courses or core collectives or open électives or skill enhancement
electives or ability enhancement electives etc. with appropriate credit requirements, in
order to promote multi-disciplinary or inter- disciplinary hfgher educafion; .- '
In awarding academic qualifications etc., Registered Higher Education. Institutions shali
fallow the norms and gﬁidelines, in regard to the number of credits and duration of time,
stipulated from time to time by the Commission or, the professional standards setting bogdy;
as the case may be: ' ’ )
Provided that in respect of time duration, a student pursuing academic qualifications under
the Academic Bank of Credits facility may, after earning the stipulated credits, avail a
relaxation of a maximum of one semester, provided . the duration’ of the course or
programme is of two-years or

Organisational Structure of Academic Bank of Credits,- (DAcademic Bank of Credits
shall be adigital or virtual or online store-house entity of academic credit data base of
Higher Education Institution with students as its stakeholder. ‘

Academic Bank of Credits shall be established, on the lines of the National Academic
Depository shall have a dynamic website providing all details of Academic Bank of
Credits and its operational mechamsm for the use of all stakcholder of higher education.
Academic Bank of Credits ‘shall be a bank for academic purposes, -on the pattern of
commercial banks for financial purposes, with students as academic account holders to
whom, the Academic Bank of Credits shall provide a variety of services including credit
verification, credit accumulation, credit transfer or redemption, and .authentication. of
academic awards.

Authentication of credits or academic awards by Academic Bank of Credits shall not, in
any way, be construed as encroachment on the statutory powers of Higher Education
Institutions registered with Academic Bank of Credits to award degrees and other
academic qualifications. ‘

ABC shall act as the body empowered by the Central Government or the Commission, as
the case may be, to provide authenticated records. of credits cared by students from
Registered Higher Education Institutions.,
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
