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Introduction

Established in 1970, the Mahatma Gandhi Department of rural Studies
inculcates diagnostic abilities in the students so as to make them competent to
identify the root causes of the problems faced by rural people. Itisone of its own
kind of interdisciplinary department having strong roots in learning, research
andextension.

Over several decades the importance of rural studies as a subject in higher
education is acknowledges. There is growing need of committed and trained
youth to work in various fields such as agriculture, natural resource
management, entrepreneurship, NGO, marketing, co-operatives etc. in rural
areas. Such trained youths requires to have in depth knowledge of socio-
economic condition of the rural areas along with a strong diagnostic ability to
identify thefactorsinhibitingdevelopment of the area. Revival of Panchayati Raj
Institutions, changing. Socio-economic condition after adopting new economic
policies and overall changes in the aspirations of rural population has further
enhancedtheneedfortrained and committedyouthtoworkinruralareas.

Since inception interdisciplinary approach in training the youth was adopted at
the Mahatma Gandhi Department of Rural Studies where in students acquire
diagnostic ability through field visit and experience based programmes. The
Department offers a two year full time Post-Graduate Programme leading to

Masters of Rural Studies (MRS). The curriculum of the Course is mainly classified
in Social science based papers and Agriculture science related papers. From
Academic year 2013-14 the department is offering specialization in Rural
Development and Natural Resource Management at MRS. Along with MRS the
Departmentalso offers M.Phil. and Ph.D. programme by research.In2020-21 the
syllabus of the program was thoroughly revised wherein change in the teaching
pedagogy. The teaching and learningis to be carried out in a selected village for
which the department has made MOU. Apart from the trained and experienced
regularfaculty,the Departmentinvitesrural development experts, executives of
the corporate and Government officials to deliver talks and share their
experience and practical knowledge. For research and extension activities
department collaborates with Governmentand non-Government organizations
of Stateand the Union.

Fromtheyear2019-20 anewintegrated program on Sustainable Developmentis
being offered leading to Master of Rural Studies (SD) to cater to the need of the
developmental processes.

The Department has, at present, three faculties in all, consisting of a Associate
Professor and two Assistant Professors, and all are recognized as Research
supervisorsfor M.Phil. and Ph.D. programmes in Rural Studies. The publications
by the faculties of the Department address a wide range of research in Rural

Studies.

Programs offered

The Department has to admit a total of 55 students in
its M.R.S. Programme. It strictly follows the
reservation policy of the government of Gujarat. The
University grants admission as per the merit list based
on the marks secured by the candidates at a written
test and personal interview. Five seats are kept aside
asHigherPaymentseats.

From the academic year 2019-20 the Post Graduate
Diploma courses i.e. PGDRD, PGDNRM, PGDCCRS and
from 2020-21 the Five Years' Integrated B.R.S in
Sustainable Development / M.R.S. in Sustainable
Development (SD) is being offered by the department.
Along with these, the Department also offers M.Phil.
andPh.D. programmebyresearch.

For the Ph.D. programme, after passing the Ph.D.
Entrance Examination, the prospective candidate has
to submit a proposal to the University based on
his/her chosen subject. The proposal is presented
before the Research Advisory Committee of the
Department of English. Subject to its
recommendation of the admission for the candidate,
the candidate joins Pre- Registration Course, and
subject to the successful completion of this course,
the candidate is admitted to the doctoral research
programme.

Researchand Extension

The department has been contributing fairly in the
field of extension and research since its inception.
University Grants Commission had provided special
assistance to establish Gandhian Studies Centre the
Department. The Centre had organized Seminars,
talks and symposia on work of Gandhi. A good
resource material on Gandhian and Rural Studies is
available at the Department. The department has
interdisciplinary course main classification being
social science based papers and Agriculture science
related papers. The department is engaged in
research concerning rural studies. Till the date it has
completed more than 50 projects of major and minor
scale extending the period of 3 months to 5 years and
involving the project consisting of value ranging from
Rs.5,000 to Rs. 40,00,000. These Projects are

Institutions like NIRD,IRMA,IGDRI, Planning
Commission, State Rural Development Commission
and Tribal Development Commission etc. and
professional organizations like Indian Institute of
Public Opinion (IIPO) and Center for Media studies
(CMS), Delhi. It has also undertaken collaborative
projects with National and International
Organizations such as Indira Gandhi Development
Research (IGDRI),Bombay, and East- West Center, USA
and Department of Forest under OFCD Aided IFDP
programme. Recently, the Department of Rural
Studies has been given some of the prestigious
assignments by Union Ministry of Rural Development
such as District level Monitoring of Rural Development
programmes and Evaluation of watershed projectsin
Gujarat. NABARD had also assigned the IInd
evaluation of prestigious projects of Comprehensive
Tribal development funded by International agency
KFW Germany. Government of Gujarat has chosen to
assign the Rural Artisan Census of selected districts of
Gujarat. Currently, it has projects from the DEEP, CSR
and NGO for baseline survey and collaborative study
with Centre for Rural Studies, LalBahadurShastri
National Academy of Administration, Massoorie. A
project from Index - C and Tribal development
Commissioner's Officeisin pipeline. The department
of rural studies has been received duly recognized as
the Government of India, State Government and Rural
Development related organizations. The department
has initiated SAMPURNA GRAM VIKAS YOJNA in five
villages as a part of Action/Research Project with UGC
fieldstudysupportgrants.

Recently the department had successfully carried out
observations & field visits of all villages of a taluka in
Surat district and three talukas of Navsari district
regarding implementation & social audit of MGNREGA
in Jan-Feb.2010. As an outcome of the extensive
research out by faculties the department has
published more than 400 papers in international
national and regional journals. It has also published
22 bookscoveringdifferentaspectsofruralstudies.

Infrastructure

The Department has its independent building with
open space for field experiments. It has a computer
laboratorywith 30 computers connected with LAN and
having internet facility for the students. It also has a
