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1 International Seminar on Education for Global Peace

International Seminar on "Education for Global
Peace" is being organized by Shri S.R.Patel B.Ed.
College & Smt. Z.5.Fatel Womens Colleges, Surat in
collaboration with Faculty of Education, Veer Narmad
South Gujarat University, Surat during 25-27th
February,2011. The convener of the seminar was
Dr.Ummed Singh, Prof., Dept. of Education, VNSGU,
Surat. The seminar was attended by 485 participants
including foreign participants belong to seven
countries[Afghanistan, Iran, Kenya, Korea, Myanmar,
Japan, Thailand]. The President and Managing
Director of self financed college Shri Jayantibhai Patel
delivered the welcome address and briefly informed
about their programs and activities. Inaugural Function
was Presided and addressed by Prof. B.A Prajapati
(Hon. Vice-Chancellor, VNSG University, Surat). He
thanked the organizers for selecting such a socially
useful theme and appreciated interlinking of self
financed colleges with university to sensitize the
teachers and students of higher education. He said
education is a gateway to information, opportunities
and empowerment and it is very effectively used in
disseminating the idea of global peace. He has talked
about four pillars of Education given by Jacques Delors
—learning to know, learning to do, learning to live
together and learning to be. Prof. Motilal Sharma,
Former Principal Education Specialist, Asian
Development Bank and at present Chairman,
Worldview Hindustan Foundation, India delivered the
key-note address on Education on nurturing Peace
Culture. In his key-note address, he, pointed out that
most religions embrace peace and harmony as central
tenets. Through the ages, principles such as love of
neighbor and sanctity of human life have been ardently
promoted by religion. Yet, violence continues
unabated. Many have argued that religion is in fact a
force for division rather than unity. Early 18th —century
cleric and author Jonathan Swift wrote: “We have just
enough religion to make us hate, but not enough to
make us love one-another. Let us make the world a
better place. Let us get rid of religion. The idea that the
evils of this world could be greatly minimized by

eliminating religion has been loudly articulated in
recent years, it is time to realize a universal religion.
First day, Panel discussion on “Religion and Peace"
was also organized which was conducted by
Dr.Kalpana Modi, SNDT, Mumbai other panelists were
Swami Asimanandji, Prof. Motilal Sharma, Dr.
Hemlataben, and Ph.D.Scholar from Pune. Thought
provoking discussion took place among all the panelist
and participants. After panel discussion there was a
special address by Prof. J.PMaiyani , Acting V.C.,
Bhavnagar University, Bhavnagar. After that, an
interesting presentation was given by Narendra
K.Rustagi, Ph.D., Director, Global Business Center,
School of Business, Howard University, Washington,
USA. by video-teleconferencing on "Peace through
Education” . He said that even though we define peace
differently, it essentially means individuals living
together and respecting each other's actions, giving
each other some space in cases of differences and
resolving differences without fear or violence. In his
slide presentation, he comprehensively explained
diversity/ pluralism, competitiveness and Global Peace
with the help of different graphs. In last, there was a
lively two way video interaction with the presenter.
Second day of the seminar started with a special
address given by Dr. Pallaviben Patel, Prof. & Dean of
Education, S.P.University, V. V. Nagar with the help of
power point slide show. To provide opportunity to
present papers to all interested participants twenty one
parallel group in three sessions were organized. Total
165 papers were presented. All papers written in
English were selected to present on second day in
twelve parallel groups under three sessions. The sub-
themes were : UN for Peace education, Family and
Peace, Peace education and Social harmony, Indian
Philosophy for Peace, Human rights and Peace, Role
of Youth in Peace, Role of teacher in Peace . February
26th, being a convocation day for the university,
participants also enjoyed the convocation address
given by Gujarat Chief Minister Sh. Narendra Modiji. In
evening , there was a multi cultural program, organized
by organizers and Indian and foreign participants. The
Chairpersons of the sessions were Dr. M.K.Yagnik,
Prof. & Head, Dept. of Education, SPU, Dr Ajitsinh
Rana, B.Ed. college, Ahmedabad , Dr. Dinesh kumar,
Principal, & Prof. Saroj Sharma of BTTC, GVM, Sardar
Shahr, Prof. Anilkurmar, TTTI, Bhopal, Dr. Hemlataben,
Pilvai, Dr. Anil Ambasna, Prof.& Head, Edu.,
Saurashtra university, Rajkot, Dr. Kalpana Modi & Dr.
llla Baria from SNDT, Mumbai, Dr.5.Sharma, Patan,
Mrs. Vida Herbi , Research Scholar from Iran.

Third day started with a special address by Prof.
Hemlata Talesara, Director & Head, Smt.K.B.Dave
College of Education, Pilvai (Guj.) followed by a
workshop on “ldentifying content for developing
Curriculum in Peace Education for Schools". After
workshop nine parallel groups in two sessions were

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their papers in Hindi and Gujarati. During this period
foreign participants have a visit of other departments,
library and other nearby self-financed colleges.

In the WValedictory function, reflection and
recommendations prepared in seminar have been
presented by Dr. Ummed Singh, convener of the
seminar followed by the feedback given by
participants. Foreign participants told this event as an
unforgettable academic event and appreciated the
hospitality and care.
