Athree-day International Seminar was organized on
“Higher Education in the Year — 2020" by V.T. Choksi
Sarvajanik College of Education, Surat in collaboration
with the Department of Education, Veer Narmad South
Gujarat University (VNSGU), Surat on 21-23 January,
2012 at VNSGU, Surat, Gujarat. It was organised with a
view to address the crucial issues and concerns of Higher
Education considering that it is high time for the stake-
holders at all levels to restructure the various dimensions
of the Higher Education System viz. Curriculum,
Pedagogy and Evaluation for sustaining the quality as
well as addressing the issues to compete internationally.
The major objectives and Sub-themes of the Seminar
were: Objectives :

. To envisage futuristic perspective of Higher
Education.
. To discuss and collaborate the intra-national and
international model of Higher Education.

More than 500 participants including eminent
Educationists, Teachers, Research Scholars and PG
students came from Kenya, Thailand and Iran along with
different states of India like Uttrakhand, Uttar Pradesh,
Haryana, Punjab, Maharashtra, Gujarat, Madhya
Pradesh, Rajasthan, Delhi, Daman In this International
Seminar. In all, 240 papers were presented in 14 parallel
sessions in English and 8 parallel sessions in Gujarati.
The papers covered various issues and concerns of
Higher Education under the various sub-themes of the
Seminar.

In the inaugural function, Shri R.G.Shah, Chairman,
Sarvajanik Education Society, Surat welcomed all the
guests and delegates. Prof. Ummed Singh, Convener of
the Seminar gave an overview regarding the seminar and
highlighted the objectives of it. The key-note address was
delivered by Dr. Manoj Soni, VC, Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar Open University, Ahmedabad wherein he
focussed on '212* Consciousness for Excellence -The
Pandav Paradigm'. He considered the Pandavas and the
attributes that they represent like Truth, Disciplined
Vigour, Resources, Conservation and Wisdom. He
emphasized on this by saying that this type of Paradigm,
in fact, would lead to the sustainable excellence as an
individual, an institution or nation. The Presidential
address was delivered by Dr. Dakshesh ThakarVC,
WNSGU, Surat wherein he expressed his views about the
Seminar and welcomed all the delegates. The function
was attended by Prof. J.R.Mehta, Registrar, VNSGU,
Surat, Prof. Motilal Sharma, (Retd.) Principal Education
Specialist, Asian Development Bank, Prof. Montree,
Burapha University, Thailand and Dr. V.G.Patel, Principal,
W.T. Choksi Sarvajanik College of Education, Surat. Prof.
M.Pradhan, Head, Department of Educational
Administration, Faculty of Education & Psychology, The
M.S.University of Baroda, Vadodara, made a
presentation on 'Indian Higher Education Policy
Perspectives’ and focussed on the need for Education for
the Uncommon Common Man. The gap between what is,
what will be and what it should be, also was highlighted
and supported with the alarming data.

Prof. Kamlesh Misra, VC, AURO University, Surat
shared his ideas on the changing scenario of Education
and the Paradigm Shift by focussing on the role of the
teacher, the methods of Teaching rather learning and the
importance of the practical as well as experiential learning
experiences.

Prof. Motilal Sharma, (Retd.) Principal Education
Specialist, Asian Development Bank, stated that teacher
education is the mother of all education. He underined
that nothing happens in education unless it first happens
in the classroom. He shared his views on the changing
scenaric of Education and the role of teachers. The
teachers need to play their various roles as Input
Managers, Mangers, Participants in Policy-making and
catalyst to connect the classroom with immediate society
to ensure the quality of educational environment.

Prof. B.M. Maik, Former Principal, Shri Guru Govind
Singhiji Institute of Engineering and Technology, Nanded,
and Education Advisor, Govt. of Maharashtra, made a
presentation on ‘India Desperately Needs Research-
based Innovative World Class Universities and Colleges
To Murture Leaders For Tomorrow-How To Go About 7'
and focused on the dire need for the education system,
teachers, policy-makers to be innovative and pro-active to
meet the challenges ahead. He, also, identified the
strategies that contribute to make an institution world
class like governance, academic, administrative, financial
etc. Prof. Montree Yamkasikorn, Dean, Faculty of
Education and Director, Thai Teachers TV, Burapha
University, Thailand, shared his views on the Policies and
Initiatives




of the Thai Government comprehensively. The important
factor of policies and governance is that the Government
is investing huge crunch of GDP for Education sector to
rise the status of Education in the country.

Prof. D.R.Goel, Professor, CASE, The
M.S . University of Baroda, Vadodara, talked on 'Higher
Education in India : Emerging Scenaric’ wherein he
emphasized the role of a university in moving from
research to creation to construction. He advocated the
Humanistic Approach of Governance rather than
Bureaucratic Model of Governance.

Prof. M.N.Deshmukh, Senior Education Consultant
and Ex-Professor, Department of Education, University of
Mumbai, made a presentation on 'Education For Bright
Tomorrow And Emerging Connected Society' wherein he
focussed on the changing scenario of Education and the
Role of Technology in it.

Prof. Hemlata Talesara, Director, SmtK.B.Dave
College of Education, Pilvai, Mehsana made a
presentation on ‘Indian Higher Education — 2020" and
shared her views on the possible changes that can come
in the field of Education with respect to the Curriculum,
Methods of Teaching, the role of teachers and students
and so on. She also emphasized the significance of
enhancing and developing more skills for the teachers to
be effective classroom practitioners.

Prof. Bhadrayu Machrajani, Director, Academic Staff
College, Rajkot, made a presentation on Indian Higher
Education System by focussing on the current status of
India in various fields. He, also, highlighted the challenges
that India is facing now as well as will face in future and
emphasized on the need to regularise the Higher
Education System in general and PG courses in
particular.

Dr. Sandhya Gihar, Himgiri Zee University,
Dehradun talked on 'Quality Assurance in Teacher
Education: A Challenge' wherein she focussed on the
criteria for Quality Assurance and the role that the Teacher
Education Institutions can play with reference to the
mentioned criteria.

Dr. Girish Kazi, Cardiologist & Ex. Chairman of SES,
Surat also shared his views on Indian Higher Education
with a futuristic perspective. He also emphasized the
need for the institutions to be well-equipped with a view to
making students provide quality education.

The Panel Discussion on 'Teacher Education for
Global Meed' was also held wherein many issues and
concems regarding Teacher Education were addressed
and pondered upon. The eminent academicians shared
their ideas on the Changing Role of Teacher Education
Institutions and Challenges that they face today and
tomorrow. Even, the possible ways of overcoming these
challenges were also discussed. The convener of the
panel discussion was the Prof. Motilal Sharma and the
other panellists were Dr.Mugambi, Kenya, Dr.Hemlata
Talesara, Pilvai, Dr.Sandhya Gihar,Oehradun, Dr.Divya
Sharma, Ganpat University and Dr.Manoj
Saxena,Ambala.

Many fruitful recommendations were emerged in all
the interactive sessions. Some of the important
recommendations are:

. Use of ICT is an impaortant factor which can enhance
the guality in Teacher Education. So, the Use of ICT
must be given due weightage in the curriculum of
Teacher Education at various levels.

. Teacher should have 3 Ds in their personality i.e.
Dedication, Dignity and Devotion.

. E-Learning should be used more in Higher
education programmes.

. ICT competencies should be an essential part of the
school curriculum, so that the students carry that
knowledge when they go for their Higher Education.

. The administrative bodies should make practical
contribution by taking decisions which contribute to
the quality of Higher Education.

. Practical training in handling ICT gadgets should be
given more emphasis in Teacher Education
Institutions.

. The invelvement of scientific and technical
manpower is low in comparison to size and
population of the country, so that the manpower
need assessment should be made mandatory.

. Three prolonged strategies are required in Higher
Education like revision of content material,
technological advancement and education of
doorsteps of the learner.

. Institutional autonomy should be engaged,
competent effective board of governors should be
there for an institution to cope with challenges and
harvest global opportunities.

. Industry should take a long range view of the
interaction with students.

. Cooperation in Higher and Teacher education
among South Asian Countries should be initiated.

. Higher Education Institutions supported by one
teacher education institution, should be identified
which will collect and subsequently disseminate
information on existing Higher Education in general
and Teacher Education in particular.

. Quality of teacher education can be maintained by
following the guidelines given by NAAC.

. More and more researches should be conducted in
the field of teacher education.

. Higher education should provide sustainable
development to the students in terms of knowledge,
understanding, life skills etc.

In the wvaledictory function, Shri R.G.Shah,
Chairman, Sarvajanik Education Society, Surat and Prof.
Ummed Singh, Convener of the Seminar presented the
overview and highlights of the Seminar with the
recommendations emerged during the seminar. The
Chief Guest — Shri C.R.Patil, Member of Parliament,
addressed the delegates and expressed his ideas and
feelings towards the success of the Seminar.

In November-2011, Dr. M. G Timol, Professor,
Department of Mathematics, has participated in National
Conference on "Mathematical Analysis 2011, which was
organized by Department of Mathematics, JET's Z. B.

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G.H. Bhakta Management Academy-Department of
Business and Industrial Management organized a UGC
sponsored MNational Seminar on Health & Safety
Management on 28th January 2012. About 125 delegates
from industry (Mainly comprising of the Hazira belt
companies such as ONGC, Essar, RIL, L&T,; & Garden
Vareli) and academia participated in this seminar.
Students pursuing their studies in general management
and safety management also participated. Several
eminent speakers from the field of Health & Safety
management addressed the audience. The seminar was
divided into five sessions which comprehensively
covered all the major aspects of the subject at hand. Dr.
K.U. Mistry {Chairman-Gujarat Pollution Control Board)
chaired the function and delivered the keynote address.
Dr. Renuka Garg (Head of Department-G.H. Bhakta
Management Academy-Department of Business &
Industrial Management) gave a warm welcome to the
guests & the audience Prof. J.R. Mehta (Registrar-Veer
Marmad South Gujarat University), special guests-Mr.
Rajendra Chokhawala (former President of Southern
Gujarat Chamber of Commerce & Industry} and Dr.
Satendra Kumar (former Head of Department-DBIM)
graced the occasion.

The first technical session was delivered by Dr. K.U
Mistry. He started his talk with the basic definitions of
safety and health and gradually built up on the principles
of risk and hazard clearly differentiating both the
concepts. He said that Industrial Safety includes accident




prevention, industrial health and hygiene and
environmental protection. He also covered the procedure
for hazard and risk management. The second technical
session was addressed by Mr. Rajeshkumar Mishra
(Senior Manager Health, Safety, Fire & Environment
Department, RIL, Hazira). His session was on Health and
safety management system in process industry. He gave
the practical example of RIL's initiatives on health and
safety measures. Mr. Nilay Vyas (HSE Manager-Hazira
LNG Pvt. Ltd.) conducted the third session on "MIS for
safety and health.” Mr. Vyas talked about the importance
of MIS in the area of industrial health and safety and laid
special emphasis on measurement and management of
hazards or risks. Mr. Atik Desai{G.M.-Manufacturing L&T)
conducted his session on the topic of International Safety
Standards OSHSAS-18001:2007, British 5 star Safety
Management Evaluation Models like the Dupont Model.
According to him 40-50% of accidents happen due to the
behavior of employees in an organization. He explained
the benefits of having standards which helped in reducing
cost and increasing stakeholders confidence. This, he
said, could be achieved through increased involvement of
people and improved morale of employees.

The last session of the day was conducted by Shri
D H. Patel. He started his session by reminding the
audience about the four Ms of industry i.e man, machine,
money and material. He opined that as man is the most
integral input, his safety is the foremost thing. He said that
as the need for safety arises, so does the need for safety
legislation. His talk mainly revolved around the heaith and
safety legislations.
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
