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Case study :

Sai Paper limited manufactures very thin paper by a
specialised machanised process.

The paper has ample demand though out the country.
It has very few competition so this company earns an after
tax profit of 20% on the sales price of the paper.

The paper is very thin so the paper which is used for
packing many packets having 500 sheets each should be
strong as well as soft.

If the packing is defective the wholesalers purchasing
it pay the amount after deducting 5% of the fixed selling
price.

Sai Papers Ltd. has the capacity to produce this type
of social pocking paper also.

But Surendranagar a city fifty kilometres away from the
factory can supply as much paper as needed, as and when
required to the factory.

The cost of purchasing this paper from outside factory
is 10% less than the cost of producing the same in the factory.

Half a ton packing paper is reqruired for packing twenty
five tons of thin paper. The installed capacity of the company
is to produce fifty tons of thin paper per day.

For changing the production process from the production
as one type of paper to the other, the factory is required to
be closed for thirty minutes.

The roads between Surendranagar and the factory are
unmettled so in monsoon for three months many difficulties
are faced in obtaining the paper from Surendranagar.

Sometimes the transport with Surendranagar is held up
for twenty days.
