(Diploma in Community Medicine/ PSM)

Every year 2 medical students can be admitted to the course of DCM (post graduation). The
number of seat varies on the basis of the policy of MCI and Government of Gujarat. The total
duration of the course is of 2 years. The whole duration is divided into 4 terms where each term is
of 6 months duration. The post graduate teaching in the department is carried out with the following
goals and general objectives-

1. Goalsand General Objectivesof the post graduate (M D) education:

1.1 Thegoal of postgraduate medical education shall be to produce competent specialists
of Community Medicine (PSM)
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Who shall recognise the health needs of the community, and carry out professional
obligations ethically and in keeping with objectives of the national health policy;

Who shall have mastered most of the competencies, pertaining to the specialty, that are
required to be practiced at the health care delivery system;

Who shall be aware of the contemporary advances and devel opments in the discipline of
community medicine

Who shall have acquired a spirit of scientific enquiry and is oriented to the principles of
research methodology and epidemiology and

Who shall have acquired the basic skills in training of the medical and paramedical
professionals?

1.2 General objectives of post-graduatetraining

At the end of postgraduate training in the Community Medicine (PSM) the student

shall be ableto:

Recognize the importance of the community medicine in the context of the health
needs of the community and national prioritiesin the health sector;

Practice the community medicine speciaty ethically and in step with the principles of
health care;

Demonstrate sufficient understanding of the basic sciences relevant to the community
medicine

Identify social, economic, environmental, biological and emotiona determinants of
health in a given case, and take them into account while planning therapeutic,
rehabilitative, preventive and promotive measures/strategies.

Diagnose and manage majority of the health conditions in the community on the basis of
clinical assessment, and appropriately conduct investigations.

Plan and advise measures for the prevention and rehabilitation of patients suffering from
disease and disability

Demonstrate skills in documentation of individual/community case details as well as
morbidity and mortality data relevant to the assigned situation.

Demonstrate empathy and humane approach towards patients and their families and
exhibit interpersonal behaviour in accordance with the societal norms and expectations.
Play the assigned role in the implementation of national health programmes, effectively
and responsibly.

Organize and supervise the chosen/assigned health care services demonstrating adequate
managerial skillsin the clinic/hospital or the field situation.

Develop skills as a self-directed learner; recognize continuing educational needs; select
and use appropriate learning resources.

Demonstrate competence in basic concepts of research methodology and epidemiology,
and be able to critically analyse relevant published research literature.

Develop skillsin using educational methods and techniques as applicable to the teaching
of medical/ nursing students, general physicians and paramedical health workers.
Function as an effective leader of a health team engaged in health care, research or
training.

Eligibility for admissionin MD Community Medicine/ PSM

2.1 Eligibility:

1.

Every candidate for Diploma in Community Medicine (DCM) must have taken the
Degree of M.B.B.S of South Gujarat University or of any other recognized Indian
University by this University or Indian Medical Council of India. He/she must have
successfully completed prescribed course.

The candidates wishing to undertake the Diploma Course in Community Medicine will
have to fulfill the requirements of housemen ship as per recommendation of the Medical
Council of India or alternatively they should have spent two years in a Primary Health
Centre for Community Medicine and health work out of which at least one year should
be in Primary Health Centre.

2.2 Duration of course:

He will study as full time post-graduate student in department of Preventive and Social
Medicine.

The course of study shall spread over a period of two academic years. The academic
year will be according to South Gujarat University. Thiswill be a full time course with
minimum four hours teaching per day.

Admission:

1. The PG admission committee members of the Government Medical College,
Surat, will select the candidate deputed by Government of Gujarat purely on the
basis of merit and the selected candidate should take up the course within
stipulated days as per notice / order of the college/ university from the date of
interview and their selection.

2. The candidates so selected should take up the course within 10 days from the
date of notification of their selection. Failing which their admission to this
course will be cancelled.
