Under NEW NEP 2020,120 hours and 4 credits of internship in the bachelors level in
the subject of Sociology has become a part of the syllabus for students of Sam 6.

For students doing internship means practical work due to which the experience will
lead to skill development in the students,For students who leave their studies after Sam
6, there is an opportunity to get a job based on the experience of the internship
certificate.Also based on the experience of the internship, the student himself can
create work to become financially independent. Thus, internship remains an important
tool for the student to become financially independent. internship is an excellent
opportunity for the graduate level students of sociology to become financially
independent.

Generally, the scopé of sociology is the entire society, to study every aspect of society
scientifically ,to examine the changes in the every aspects of society,

to examine the effects of changes on various areas to draw conclusions, to make
predictions, these are the main tasks of sociology, there are more areas and
opportunities for students of sociology to gain a foothold.But under NEW NEP —2020,
an internship of 120 hours and 4 credits for Sem- 6 students become a part (paper )of -
sem - 6 ,in which field students can complete the course by doing internship and getting
a certificate ,the various areas and guidance are as follows.

1. Various areas for internship:
Research Area: social research centres:

1. Training for field work

2. Training of Data collection

3. Research project preparation training.
(2)NGO: Non Government Organization:
NGOs are doing various types of social development and progress related work
in every sector of the society. Students can go there and get various types of
training.
(3) Industrial sector:



In villages, towns or cities ,small, medium or large industries are running to
make various things, these industries provide various employment to the people
living in villages, towns or big cities, students of sem- 6 can go to such industries
and get training to do various works.

(4) Tourism sector: The Prime Minister of the country ‘Shri Narendra. bhai Modi,
has worked to spread the traditions, culture and heritage of every state of India
to the world and develop villages, towns or cities that have a special and the
unique place in historical, cultural and various fields of each state is tourist
destinations, students of sem - 6 will be able to go to tourist place places in their
area or to places where they have convenience and get various types of training
(guide, organizing fairs, organising various types of exhibitions, building
museums,) from tourism agencies.

(6) Educational sector:Along with the task of teaching students from standard 1
to 5 or 8 in primary schools students can also get training in social ethics, ideals,
modesty,discreation and knowledge of Indian tradition, explaining it in the form of
stories, kathaor poems to inspire children to become aware of social values ,as
well as training in teaching educational lessons,as well as other types of training
related to educational institutions.

(8) Health sector:
1. Students can also get training in research projects in the health sector by

going to the PHC centre of their village ,town or cities.
2. They can get training to become patient counsellors in 108 ambulances and

other types of training.

(9) Women's Helpline ,Legal Aid Centre,Child Offenders’ RehabilitationCentre,Old Age
Homes ,in the above various centres ,students can get training as counsellors and also
get hands - on experience in organising various types of events.

(10) Agricultural Sector:

1. Japanese farm: In which they can get training on raising Ayurvedic trees or
seedlings and their business ,training on organic farming ,training on mushroom
cultivation, training on developing the nursery industry.




(11) Drug - free centre: In which the work of freeing patients addicted to intoxicants and
drugs from various types of addictions is done.Students can go to such centres and
work is councillors to free the addicted patients from addiction by giving them and
understanding and advice about their health, family members values and their social
reputation it.

(12) Government Offices,Panchayats and Municipal Corporations:

Students can go to any branches of the panchayat as per their convenience and get
training on subject - specific tasksas well as training on field works and data collection
in various research projects running in government offices, Panchayat and municipal

corporations.

NOTE: Sem-6 Students we have to go to various fields is mentioned above and do 120
hours of training, 4 hours per day in 30 days , On completion of the training, they will
have to bring a certificate from that institution. ( The Certificate will contain the name of
the institution. type of training, student attendance, response of the representativeof the
institution regarding the training received by the student, and other things )

-SEM - 6 students will have to complete the internship work as per the semester along
with their studies.

-The marks of the internship are 50. out of which 25 marks are for the internship and 25
marks are to be given by the institution.

-Depending on the institution and the type of training ,students can do the internship
individually or in a group. but it will be necessary to have the permission of the
representative of the institution.
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
